Résumé La définition de Cicéron comme « sceptique romain » (Woolf 2015) consti-
tue une projection contestable d’'un concept contemporain, faussement simple,
sur la personnalité philosophique de Cicéron. Le scepticisme ne se constitue en
systtme de pensée autonome qu’avec Enésidéme, que Cicéron ne semble pas
connaitre, tout comme il fait de Pyrrhon un moraliste dogmatique. La pensée du
doute est chez Cicéron un aspect important mais non exclusif de son attachement
a la tradition platonicienne. Les Academica constituent certes une avancée théo-
rique majeure dans la pensée de la suspension du jugement, mais ces dialogues
ne peuvent étre isolés de ’ensemble du parcours philosophique de Cicéron, qui
aboutit toujours, d’'une maniére ou d’une autre a Platon.

Abstract The definition of Cicero as a “Roman sceptic” (Woolf 2015) constitutes a
questionable move, because it projects a contemporary category, deceptively
simplistic, onto Ciceronian philosophy. Scepticism only emerged as an auton-
omous system of thought with Aenesidemus, whom Cicero does not seem to
have read. Equally, in Cicero’s philosophical works, Pyrrho appears as a dog-
matic moral philosopher. For Cicero, philosophical doubt was an important
part of his engagement with the Platonic tradition, but not exclusively so. His
Academica undoubtedly represent a significant theoretical development of the
suspension of judgment; yet these dialogues cannot be read separately from the
rest of Cicero’s philosophical journey - a journey that in one way or another
always leads back to Plato.

Riassunto L’espressione metaforica sit enim mihi tinctus litteris usata da Antonio nel
dialogo de oratore (2, 85) a proposito di un suo possibile allievo di oratoria, viene
generalmente intesa come esortativa, ma Antonio disdegnava gli studi teorici e
culturali, basando invece la sua scuola sulla pratica forense. Sembra percio oppor-
tuna una interpretazione diversa di sit e dei seguenti congiuntivi in senso conces-
sivo (“ammettiamo che io abbia un allievo impregnato di letteratura”), cui si con-
trappone nella proposizione successiva 'annuncio da parte di Antonio del suo
metodo pratico (fut. temptabo). Inoltre il nesso tinctus litteris & stato oggetto di
varie interpretazioni riduttive nel senso di una media o scarsa cultura: piu proba-
bilmente indica invece una cultura profonda, corrispondente al diffuso ma pro-
saico sinonimo imbutus litteris. Il termine tinctus sembra alludere inoltre a Lucre-
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zio, poeta (valorizzato da Cicerone) che utilizza spesso tingo, ed implica una me-
tafora cromatica positiva e raffinata. In sintesi 'oratore tinctus litteris, poco ap-
prezzato da Antonio ma comunque accolto nella sua scuola, sembra il ritratto di
Cicerone da giovane, che in effetti era stato un suo allievo letterato ed impegnato
per tutta la vita a nobilitare I’oratoria sul piano stilistico piu dei suoi maestri.

Abstract The metaphorical expression sit enim mihi tinctus litteris used by Antoni-
us in the de oratore dialogue (2, 85) about one of his aspiring students, is gener-
ally understood as an exhortation, although Antonius disdained theoretical and
cultural studies, preferring to base his school on forensic practice instead. Sit
therefore requires a different interpretation, one that steers the subjunctive
mood into its concessive sense (“let’s admit that I have a student steeped in lit-
erature”), which is offset by the next sentence where Antonius announces his
practical method (temptabo). Moreover, various interpretations of the colloca-
tion tinctus litteris diminished its meaning to that “of an average or poor cul-
ture”, whereas it most probably indicates quite the contrary, as it reflects the
widespread but prosaic synonym imbutus litteris. In addition, the word tinctus
seems to allude to Lucretius — a poet (well known by Cicero) that often uses
tingo — and constitutes a positive and refined colour metaphor. In summary,
the orator tinctus litteris, little appreciated by Antonius but still welcomed at
his school, seems to be the portrait of the young Cicero, who really had been
his student, a literate scholar committed for life to the ennoblement of the ora-
tory style to a greater extent than his masters.

W. ENGLERT, Fanum and Philosophy: Cicero and the Death of Tullia . 41-66
Key Words Cicero; Tullia; Consolatio; fanum; divinization; Tusculan Disputations.
Abstract After the death of Tullia, Cicero wrote repeatedly in his letters to Atticus

that he intended to build a shrine (fanum) to divinize his daughter, but he never
carried out his plans. I argue that by comparing Cicero’s comments in the Letters
to Atticus to passages in the Consolatio and Tusculan Disputations we learn why
Cicero did not build the fanum. After announcing a monument for Tullia in the
Consolatio and discussing it in his letters, in the Tusculan Disputations Cicero
shows that he changed his mind about the fanum. Endorsing Stoic arguments
about the nature of grief, he argued that building a monument to the dead, as Ar-
temisia had done with the famous Mausoleum, would be counterproductive and
prolong grief needlessly. The article ends by showing how passages about losing
a loved one in the De Senectute and De Amicitia are consistent with Cicero’s view
in the Tusculan Disputations.

Riassunto Dopo la morte di Tullia, Cicerone, nelle lettere ad Attico, mostra ripetuta-
mente 'intenzione di far costruire un tempio (fanum) per divinizzare sua figlia; tut-
tavia, non riesce a portare a compimento il suo proposito. Grazie al raffronto tra i
commenti, desumibili dalle Lettere, e alcuni passi tratti dalla Consolatio e dalle Tu-
sculanae Disputationes, € possibile comprendere perché il fanum non sia stato co-
struito. Dopo aver dichiarato, nella Consolatio, di dedicare un monumento a Tullia e
dopo averne discusso, nelle Lettere, Cicerone cambia la sua opinione nelle Tuscula-
nae Disputationes. Conformandosi alle tesi di matrice stoica, relative alla natura del
dolore, egli ritiene che costruire un monumento in onore di un morto — come fece
Artemisia con il famoso Mausoleo — sarebbe stato non solo controproducente, ma
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avrebbe anche prolungato inutilmente il dolore. In conclusione, I'articolo mostra
come i passi relativi alla perdita di una persona amata nel De Senectute e nel De
Amicitia siano coerenti con la tesi espressa nelle Tusculanae Disputationes.

Abstract The dregs of Romulus reviews the evidence for Cicero’s attitude toward
Stoic philosophy in the speech pro Murena, in letters of 61-60 referring to Cato,
and in de oratore. None of these texts expresses any direct opposition to the
core postulate of Stoic ethics, viz., that only what is honorable is good for a
human being. What we do find in this group of works is a concern that adher-
ence to a dogmatic system of ethics (1) impedes political communication, and
(2) strips away the flexibility of application that is required for moral decision-
making in complex situations. Cicero’s own stance as a philosophically trained
politician is defined accordingly.

Résumé The dregs of Romulus examine la preuve de I’attitude de Cicéron a I’égard de
la philosophie stoicienne dans le discours pro Murena, dans des lettres de 61 a 60
se référant a Caton et au de Oratore. Aucun de ces textes n’exprime une opposi-
tion directe au postulat de base de ’éthique stoicienne, a savoir que seul ce qui
est honorable est bon pour un étre humain. Ce que nous trouvons dans ce groupe
d’ceuvres est une préoccupation selon laquelle ’adhésion & un systéme dogma-
tique d’éthique (1) entrave la communication politique, et (2) écarte la flexibilité
d’application requise pour la prise de décision morale dans des situations com-
plexes.

F. LAZZERINIL, Romulus’ adytum or asylum? A New Exegetical proposal for
De lingua Latina 5, & .....c.cccviiuniincincicincieicirieiciscecseessesesscesssseseees 97-128

Key Words Varro; de lingua Latina; etymology; language and linguistics; quattuor
gradus etymologiae.

Abstract A long-standing debate surrounds Varro’s structure of etymology in four
progressive levels in ling. 5, 8, whereby each level is connected to a different kind
of analysis and applies to a different class of words. A cryptic and elliptic expres-
sion, in an almost certainly corrupted passage in the manuscript of the text, co-
vers the fourth level in uncertainty and ambiguity. While some scholars have re-
tained the transmitted Quartus, ubi est aditus et initia regis (“The fourth level is
where lies the entrance and the origins of the king”), the majority of modern in-
terpretation rather advocates the emendation of aditus in adytum (“sanctuary”)
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and reads the passage as a reference to diverse kinds of mysteric cults, embed-
ding the fourth level of etymology in an esoteric frame. This paper brings for-
ward the proposal that the passage at issue contains no allusion to the mysteries,
but a reference to the partly historical, partly legendary episode of Romulus’
foundation of a “sanctuary” on the Capitoline Hill, open to all beseechers coming
from all peoples and social statuses. This institution led to the formation of the
first core of the Roman inhabitants and, subsequently, of the vernacular substrate
at the basis of the Latin language; as such, this episode agrees with Varro’s inter-
est and ideas. The hypothesis that the quartus gradus etymologiae is to be con-
nected to Romulus’ asylum may be defended either by reading the word adytum
with a brand-new meaning, or by proposing to emend the text (aditus > asylum),
thus obtaining: Quartus, ubi est asylum et initia regis.

Riassunto Molto si € discusso sui quattro livelli progressivi secondo i quali Varro-
ne struttura ’etimologia in ling. 5, 8; a ogni livello & associato un diverso tipo
di analisi e si applica a una diversa categoria di parole. Una formulazione crip-
tica ed ellittica, in un passo che nel manoscritto del testo ¢ quasi certamente
corrotto, avvolgono il quarto livello in una nube di incertezza e ambiguita. Se
alcuni filologi hanno difeso il mantenimento del tradito Quartus, ubi est aditus
et initia regis (“Il quarto livello & dove ¢ I'ingresso e le origini del re”), la mag-
gior parte delle interpretazioni moderne opta piuttosto per ’emendazione di
aditus in adytum (“santuario”) e legge il passo come un riferimento a vari tipi
di culti misterici, collocando il quarto livello etimologico in un quadro di esote-
rismo. Nel presente contributo, si avanza la proposta che nel passo in questione
non vi sia alcuna allusione ai misteri, ma un riferimento all’episodio storico-
leggendario della fondazione, da parte di Romolo, di un “santuario” sul Campi-
doglio, destinato all’accoglienza di supplici provenienti da ogni popolo ed
estrazione sociale. Questa istituzione porto alla formazione del primo nucleo
abitativo di Roma e anche, di conseguenza, del sostrato vernacolare alle origini
della lingua latina; come tale, tale episodio converge con gli interessi e le idee
di Varrone. L’ipotesi che il quartus gradus etymologiae alluda al santuario di
Romolo puo essere difesa o dando una nuova interpretazione al termine
adytum, o proponendo un’emendazione testuale (aditus > asylum), che produca
il testo Quartus, ubi est asylum et initia regis.

A.A. RASCHIERI, Rhetorical Education from Greece to Rome: the Case of

Cicero’s De INVENTIONE ....cvvueeeeeeereereeieirceeeireisie et 129-145

Key words Cicero; cultural memory; de inventione; rhetoric; philosophy.

Abstract The case of Cicero’s de inventione is interesting for many reasons. First,
the work is an early example of the construction of cultural memory in the
field of Roman rhetoric. Second, this work shows a strong connection between
rhetorical theory, the Ciceronian interest in other disciplines (especially phi-
losophy) and the oratorical formation of a young Roman in the person of its
author. Third, in the de inventione, through the organisation of rhetoric, Cicero
collects a significant amount of information about history, literature and law,
and, in this way, he preserves these notions for the following decades. Finally,
although Cicero rejected the work later in his life, the de inventione was an im-
portant moment for the dissemination of rhetoric in Rome and has been re-
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membered as a fundamental work for the study of this discipline in Latin. In
order to develop these topics, the paper intends to investigate how Cicero uses
the examples derived from myth, history and legal practice, and how philoso-
phy fits for his explanation of rhetoric.

Riassunto Il de inventione ciceroniano presenta un caso interessante nell’ambito del-
la tradizione retorica latina. In primo luogo, quest’opera € uno dei primi esempi
della costruzione di una memoria romana in ambito retorico. In secondo luogo,
essa mostra uno stretto legame fra la teoria retorica, I'interesse per altre discipli-
ne (in particolare per la filosofia) e la formazione oratoria di un giovane romano
nella persona stessa del suo autore. In terzo luogo, Cicerone, attraverso la strut-
tura dell’insegnamento retorico, raccoglie nel de inventione una grande quantita
di informazioni che riguardano la storia, la letteratura, il diritto, e, in questo mo-
do, tramanda tali nozioni nei tempi seguenti. Infine, anche se I'autore stesso di-
sconoscera questo scritto, il de inventione costituisce un momento importante per
la diffusione della retorica a Roma e sara ricordato come un’opera fondamentale
per lo studio della disciplina in ambito latino. All'interno di questo quadro conte-
nutistico e metodologico, nel presente contributo si approfondisce, in particolare,
come Cicerone utilizzi gli esempi che deriva dal mito, dalla storia, dalla pratica
giuridica, e come inserisca la filosofia nella sua spiegazione retorica.

After a consideration of the old
debate on the speech’s authenticity, it identifies four dominant lines of inquiry in
recent scholarship on De domo.

Riassunto L’articolo riguarda un gruppo di sette codici che tramanda il testo del Lu-
cullus di Cicerone e che appartiene al ramo della tradizione discendente dal ma-
noscritto Wien, Osterreichische Nationalbibliothek 189. I sette manoscritti costitui-
scono uno stadio della tradizione caratterizzato dalla presenza di tre lacune te-
stuali. Sulla base di alcuni elementi paleografici e della presenza di una glossa ri-
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portata a margine del testo di uno di essi, El Escorial, V.IIL6 (Scor4), e inglobata
all’interno del testo degli altri sei, & possibile individuare in Scor4 il capostipite di
questo gruppo della tradizione. Lo studio si occupa inoltre di fare chiarezza sui
rapporti che intercorrono tra i sei discendenti di Scor4.

Abstract The article focuses on a group of seven codices which carry the text of Cic-
ero’s Lucullus. This group belongs to the branch of the tradition descending from
the manuscript Wien, Osterreichische Nationalbibliothek 189. The seven manu-
scripts represent a step of the tradition marked by the presence of some textual
lacunas. I start from some paleographic elements and from the presence of a
gloss on text’s margin of one of them, El Escorial, V.IIL.6 (Scor4). The gloss has
been then incorporated in the text of the other six manuscripts and I assume that
Scor4 is the founder of this group of tradition. Furthermore, this article aims to
clarify the relations between the six descendants of Scor4.
