Abstract In recent years, methods of computational authorship attribution have of-
fered promising results for the reattribution of classical texts. We use and further
develop these methods to verify the authorship of several texts belonging or re-
lated to the Ciceronian corpus: Rhetorica ad C. Herennium, De inventione, De op-
timo genere oratorum, and Commentariolum petitionis. We use two classifiers,
Support Vector Machine and Convolutional Neural Network, of which the latter
is more accurate except in regard to certain aspects of vocabulary. The most im-
portant of our results is that Commentariolum petitionis seems to be authored by
Marcus Cicero, not by his brother Quintus.

Sono
stati adoperati due classificatori, la macchina a vettori di supporto e il Convolu-
tional Neural Network. Quest’ultimo é risultato il metodo piu accurato, fatta ecce-
zione per alcuni aspetti di lessico. Tra i risultati conseguiti il pit importante ri-
guarda la paternita del Commentariolum petitionis, il cui autore sembra essere sta-
to Marco Tullio Cicerone, anziché suo fratello Quinto.

Abstract Throughout his life, Cicero paid considerable attention to astronomical and
meteorological issues, and specifically he focused on the work of Aratus. For this
reason, it is not possible to isolate the Aratea (Phaenomena and Prognostica) in Cice-
ro’s younger years or to study their presence in his other works merely to extract
textual fragments or to derive historical information about their composition. The
purpose of this study is to follow the cosmological and meteorological theme
through the various literary genres and to reveal its connection to other aspects of
Cicero’s work. In particular, this research addresses Aratus’ citations in the Epistulae
ad Atticum, De re publica, De legibus, Orator, De natura deorum and De divinatione.

Riassunto Cicerone presto molta attenzione alle questioni astronomiche e meteorologi-
che e, in particolare, per tutta la sua vita, alle opere di Arato. Per questo motivo,
non ¢ possibile isolare gli Aratea (i Phaenomena e i Prognostica) negli anni giovanili
di Cicerone o studiare la loro presenza nelle altre sue opere solo per estrarre fram-
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menti testuali o per ricavare informazioni storiche sulla loro composizione. Lo sco-
po di questo studio € seguire il tema cosmologico e meteorologico attraverso i vari
generi letterari e trovare le connessioni con altri interessi e aspetti del lavoro di Ci-
cerone.

Abstract The paper questions the assumption that the woman referred to as regina in

Cicero’s letters to Atticus of 44 BC is Cleopatra VII. The paper argues that there
are historical grounds for doubting that Cleopatra and her son were in Rome in
44 BC, and it suggests that the term regina is more likely to be a pseudonym than
a title. By consideration of other nicknames used by Cicero, the paper posits
Clodia Metelli as the regina. The paper then analyses Cicero’s comments about
the regina in the light of this new identification and concludes that Cicero, having
struggled in 45 BC to find a suitable property near Rome to serve as a personal
retreat and to house a shrine to his recently deceased daughter Tullia, engaged in
negotiations to buy Clodia’s Transtiberine horti in early 44, but withdrew his of-
fer after a personal disagreement with Clodia. In addition, Cicero’s reference to
Caesar ille (Att. 14, 20, 2), previously identified as Cleopatra’s son, should be un-
derstood as mocking Octavius’ recent adoption of Caesar’s name.

Abstract The paper explores the different approaches taken by 20t and 215 century

scholars to Cicero’s extant political speeches before the Roman people (contiones).

These speeches offer a resource for Cicero’s views on the role of this political

body in the Roman res publica of his time. This study focuses on accounting for

the reasons for those differences and how these readings of the contiones under-
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pin diverse portraits of Cicero as an orator and politician. This bibliographic re-
view of contrasting interpretations of the body of contiones helps shed light on
why different generations of Cicero scholars and historians of the Roman Repub-
lic have judged Cicero as a “consistent” or “inconsistent” orator and politician.
This focused bibliographic evaluation leads to a more rounded understanding of
Cicero’s personality as portrayed in recent scholarly history and the dimensions
this personality has taken on over the period.

Riassunto Lo studio della tradizione del poema di Lucrezio ha sempre presentato dif-
ficolta oggettive, dato il silenzio intorno alla sua opera. Cio nonostante, com’e no-
to, sono molti i contributi che esaminano la storia dell’opera dal momento del suo
ritrovamento nel Quattrocento e che si concentrano sul suo ruolo nella costruzio-
ne della Modernita. L’oggetto di questo contributo riguarda, invece, la prima in-
fluenza del De rerum natura all’interno della visione linguistico-filosofica di Cice-
rone e Orazio e vuole mettere in luce come, anche grazie alla trasmissione delle
tematiche linguistiche da parte di questi ultimi, sia possibile ricostruire la diffu-
sione e lo sviluppo, dalla prima Modernita in poi, del naturalismo linguistico epi-
cureo-lucreziano. Per rintracciare tale dimensione, ancora poco studiata dalla cri-
tica, vengono indagate le opere retoriche di Cicerone (analisi preceduta da una
necessaria introduzione sui rapporti tra I’Arpinate e la filosofia del Kepos) e parte
della produzione poetica di Orazio, individuando due fondamentali motivi che di-
pendono dagli insegnamenti del Giardino: 1) il problema del significato in relazio-
ne alla conoscenza della realta e 1) la preminenza della natura sull’ars nei fatti di
lingua. Attraverso lo studio della ricezione e della rielaborazione di tali tematiche
¢ possibile aggiungere nuovi importanti tasselli, non solo alla storia delle idee lin-
guistiche, ma anche al mosaico che ricostruisce la tradizione del poema di Lucre-
zio e della filosofia epicurea.

Abstract Critical studies about the tradition of Lucretius’ poem have always been
problematic, because of the silence around his work. Nonetheless, researchers
have shown an increased interest in the history of the De rerum natura — right
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from its discovery in the Fifteenth century — as well as in its role in the making
of Modernity. This paper focuses on the first influence of the De rerum natura
in both Cicero’s and Horace’s linguistic-philosophical views, while attempting
to show that it is indeed possible to retrace the circulation and the development
of the Epicurean-Lucretian linguistic naturalism, thanks to the transmission of
linguistic themes by these authors. This essay seeks to investigate this para-
digm by analysing both the rhetorical works of Cicero and part of the poetic
production of Horace. We point out two fundamental patterns of epicurean
teachings: I) the problem of meaning in relation to the knowledge of reality and
1) the primacy of natura over ars in language facts. Through the study of the
reception and re-elaboration of these themes, it is possible to gain some insight
not only into the history of linguistic ideas, but also into the tradition of Lucre-
tius’s poem and Epicurean philosophy.

Riassunto Il saggio ricostruisce il pensiero di quattro Epicurei romani sulla medicina:
Senocle di Delfi, Alessandro e Zopiro, che figurano nei libri 2-3 delle Questioni
conviviali di Plutarco, e Lucrezio. La tesi generale che si sostiene ¢ che questi per-
sonaggi hanno in comune il fatto di essere esperti conoscitori di medicina e, nello
stesso tempo, filosofi che usano questo sapere con il fine etico di condurre gli es-
seri umani alla felicita e alla salute. Senocle ricorre forse alla dottrina medica di
Asclepiade di Bitinia per spiegare il fenomeno dell’appetito e indirizzare alla sa-
zieta. Alessandro guarda forse alla medicina per razionalizzare e confutare il co-
mando orfico-pitagorico di astenersi dalle fave. Zopiro e Lucrezio presentano, in-
fine, la riflessione di Epicuro sui piaceri sessuali, invitando a coltivarli con tempe-
ranza e una prassi igienica.

Abstract The paper reconstructs the thought of four Roman Epicureans on the medi-
cine: Xenocles of Delphi, Alexander, Zopyrus, who appear in books 2 and 3 of
Plutarch’s Table Talk, and Lucretius. I argue that these characters are not only
experts in medicine, but also share the common aim of making ethical use of this
knowledge to lead humans towards happiness and good health. In turn, I explore
the possibility that Xenocles draws on the medical doctrines of Asclepiades of Bi-
thynia in order both to explain appetite and to exhort us to seek satiety; that Al-
exander uses medicine to explain and then reject the Orphic-Pythagorean injunc-
tion to abstain from beans; finally, that Zopyrus and Lucretius give an account of
Epicurus’ reflection on sexual pleasure with the goal of encouraging the youth to
seek it with moderation and with an hygienic regime.
